The organization needs foster homes that are willing and able to open up their homes to a dog for as long as it takes to be adopted.  Each animal is taken to a Veterinarian for a full examination prior to placement in the foster home, and the Foundation provides each foster home with food and covers any necessary pet medical expenses.
