· What resources are available to you for estate planning for your pet?

“What will happen to my pet if I become incapacitated or were to pass away?” inquired Cris Tarozzi, co-founder of the White Kitty Foundation.  “Many of us think about our human families, but forget about our animal families.  The steps involved in pet estate planning, what resources are available, legal arrangements for the care of our pets and pet trusts, need to be addressed as part of our overall estate plan.  It isn’t difficult to amend a current trust or will – but something that requires attention if we are to be certain our beloved animals have the type of care and support they need to live a long and happy life.” 


In conjunction with a network of estate attorneys and financial planners, The White Kitty Foundation assists pet owners in planning for the care and guardianship of their pets when they are no longer able to provide care.  Many pets are abandoned or turned into the local Animal Shelter because their owner has died or has gone to an assisted living facility, and can no longer care for them.  While many pet owners assume friends or relatives will care for their pets, this is often not the case.  The White Kitty Foundation provides guidance to pet owners through educational materials and seminars to assist them in making provisions in their will or trust for the care of their pets.
