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white kitty foundation MAKES DONATIONS TO “pROJECT hOMELESS cONNECT 2” FOR PETS OF CONTRA COSTA’S HOMELESS
Food, Clothing And Shelter Important For All Living Creatures
Walnut Creek, CA – (October 25, 2007) – In an effort to support the care and nurturing of local domestic animals, the White Kitty Foundation (www.whitekittyfoundation.org/home), participated in the Contra Costa County sponsored “Project Homeless Connect 2” held on Tuesday, October 16, 2007 at the Willow Pass Center in Concord, CA.  Targeted to help the estimated 15,000 people who experience homelessness in Contra Costa County each year, and the more than 4,800 individuals who are homeless in the county every night, the White Kitty Foundation focused on the pets of the homeless.  


“We contacted the White Kitty Foundation to assist in our efforts to provide for the homeless pet population, knowing this young organization is active and interested in making certain that pets are cared for,” said Tracey Stevens-Martin, Education Coordinator of the Animal Services Department of the Contra Costa County Animal Shelter located in Martinez, CA. “We needed additional resources to make this event a success, and knew that the White Kitty Foundation would be a great partner.”


Through outreach from the White Kitty Foundation to local donors, such as Annabelle’s Barkery of Walnut Creek, CA and friends of the White Kitty Foundation, donated items included cat and dog food, dog collars, animal treats, blankets and towels for the pets.  Knit ski hats and umbrellas were also collected for the pet’s owners.  During the event, over 30 animals were sheltered, 17 sets of vaccinations were given, 20 pets had microchips implanted, and over 100 pounds of dog and cat food was distributed.
“Even with little steps, which at times may not seem significant, we can all make a difference in the lives of local animals,” said Matt Macomber, president of the White Kitty Foundation.  “The ability of the White Kitty Foundation to respond to the immediate request of the Animal Shelter to help collect donations demonstrates our commitment to the local animal population.”
