In addition to the tasting, the Foundation held a silent auction which raised funds through the purchase of animal prints by Farnsworth and Bateman, a wine tasting from Wine Styles of Walnut Creek, a 16 x 20” textured print entitled, "Horses" by artist Sally Ann Martinez, one of sculptress Jane Burton's first pieces (a 12" platter titled "Raven"), a spa package from Miracullum Spa, a “Ladies Evening for Three” donated by Colorz Hair Gallery (which included hair styling, foot massage, appetizer platter from Le Bistro of Walnut Creek and wine donated from the Tarozzi Family's private cellar) and other smaller items.
“The Lindsay Wildlife Museum enjoyed working with the White Kitty Foundation on their first fund raiser,” said Kellie Hayes, Development Director of the Lindsay Wildlife Museum.  “The two organizations have similar donors – people who are interested in the care and nurturing of animals.
