to care for abandoned, elderly cats
Four Felines Find A New Home After Owner Dies
Walnut Creek, CA – (November 01, 2007) – Constance Hagger, a longtime animal devotee and loving cat-mother to dozens of homeless cats over the last thirty years passed away just over a month ago at the age of 93 in Fairfield, CA.  Connie’s lifetime service in the American Red Cross as a social worker for struggling enlisted men and women tells the story of a woman who dedicated her life to helping others.  Although Connie believed she’d arranged for a local shelter to care for her cats after her passing, the cats were refused.  Unable to be adopted due to age, the White Kitty Foundation was contacted, and rushed to complete “For Havens Sake” to provide a forever-home to these four felines.

The Foundation received Boy, a male, approximately 15 years old who is gray shorthair, Sherry a nine year old shorthair calico female, Baby, an 11 years old female gray tiger and Jackie a gray and white shorthair female who is 14.  Local high school students have been enlisted to visit the new residents, to spend time helping them to acclimate and offer much needed petting and affection.
“Without the White Kitty Foundation, we don’t know where we would have gone,” said Amy Shellhorn, a relative of Constance Hagger.  “The cats were an important part of Connie’s life, and she was an important part of our lives.  The White Kitty Foundation has provided what Connie wanted for her kitties – a kind, loving and supportive environment where they will each live out their life. ” 

Individuals named in Connie’s will hope to pool their funds and provide the Foundation with a donation for each cat so that proper care is guaranteed to these animals.
“The vision of the organization is to protect and care for animals in our local community” said Cris Tarozzi, founder of the White Kitty Foundation.  “We are providing these cats with the shelter, comfort and security they need after the loss of their owner. Without the White Kitty Foundation, the likelihood is that these elderly cats would have been euthanized.”
